America. He once said that he wanted to document every bird in
North America, by traveling, painting, and journaling about all the
species he encountered. John James Audubon lived during a time
when artist’s artwork could be use for science. His paintings were so
detailed you could learn a variety of things about one species of bird s

just by looking at the pictures. Taking after John, third grade tried to

draw birds adding as many details as they could. We are using these drawings as the basis for
clay relief sculptures about the birds we chose. We learned how to make a slab, slip, score,
appliqué, incise, and pierce our clay!

Fourth Grade is studying the artwork of Wayne Thiebaud (try to pronounce
that one!) a famous pop artist who worked during the time of Andy
Warhol. We learned how to visually transform two-dimensional shapes
into three-dimensional forms by looking at Thiebaud’s paintings of
desserts. We studied various forms and found out that each form is made
from simple shapes! Using this information we created clay forms that
looked like desserts. We learned how to slip and score our clay slabs together. We used
various decorating techniques to add details to our forms such as: incising, impressing,
appliqué, and piercing! Our desserts truly look good enough to eat!

Fifth Grade is beginning a new lesson incorporating clay. We are learning
about a form used throughout history and cultures: the teapot. This form
is used by many artists because it is a form that has recognizable parts: a
spout, lid, handle, body, and foot. To learn about the history of the
teapot, we read about different cultures who use the teapot form as
artwork and by as a functional object. We viewed a slideshow with many
examples of teapots from different people and places. We learned that as
long as the form has those main parts, it can look like anything we want. We are using all the
information gathered to create out own miniature teapots using clay coil construction. (Would
you believe that this is a picture of a teapot?)

Remember Artsonia is a
very special opportunity for your child, it gives them their own online art gallery, a way to read
comments about their art, leave comments for other artists, buy products with their art on it,
earn online awards for their participation, and gain self esteem and confidence. And remember
Artsonia is FREE to participate!

Artsonia ranks schools in regards to their participation in Artsonia. North Barrington has
moved up in rank on Artsonia, currently we are 10" in the state. Keep it up! The rank is based
on the number of fan clubs created, comments left, funds raised, and artwork uploaded to
Artsonia. In other words the more you and your child participate the higher rank NBS receives.

In order to participate you need a pass code to log in to your child’s account. For those
of you who may have misplaced your child’s pass code (they were sent home earlier in the
year) feel free to email me and I will send your child’s pass code to you.
