NBS PTO Meeting Minutes for May 22, 2008 
 

 
1. Meeting called to order at 12:28 p.m. by President, Mary Magro. 
2. Approval of May Meeting Minutes.  1st motion to approve made by Rochelle Colella, 2nd by 

Kathy Featherstone. 
3. Treasurer’s Report, Annette Budzak.  Highlights from PTO Income/Expense report.  Note 

that the 5th grade video will be paid for this month.  Spirit clothing has been a big success this 
spring, selling nearly $4000.00.  Selling “Barrington” products has attracted more sales 
because products are more versatile.  Tim Green book sales were over $1200.00 (3 different 
books were sold – two hardcover and one paperback).  There are still 25 signed paperback 
books available for sale from Abby Reagen for $5.60 each.  Student Council Croc charms 
fundraiser was a success.  Funds were matched by the PTO to raise $1500 for a portable 
Smart Board for Sunny Hill.  Annette noted that the PTO goal is to try and match student 
council fundraisers; in this case the Croc charm sale was such a success that the matching 
donation is likely to be less than half the total amount.  Character Counts Pancake Breakfast 
was also a great success.  Funds raised will be used to purchase gas cards for Cuba Township 
Food Pantry.  Kathy Featherstone made the motion to approve the purchase of $1000.00 
worth of gas cards.  Motion approved by all.  Call for motion to approve treasurer’s report.  1st 
motion made by Mari Franklin and 2nd by Rob Tichy. 

4. Principal’s Report.  Dr. Cross was not in attendance to give a report. 
5. Teacher Report. No teacher present to report. 
6. President’s Report, Mary Magro.  Special Voices – there will be a fundraiser this summer at 

the Brat tent in Barrington in July.  Tim Green – report from Abby Reagen, Tim appreciated 
the warm welcome from everyone at NBS.  Thanks to the PTO for buying the books ahead of 
time.  All of the books were signed by Tim and he agreed to come back to the school and visit 
next January for free after his two new books are released.  Abby worked with Anderson’s 
book store to arrange the visit and if we book through them we can arrange free visits from 
other authors in the future.  Book fair chairpersons will look into booking one of the book 
fairs through Anderson’s in the future.  Anderson’s offered the possibility of a higher profit 
than currently available with Scholastic.  Relay for Life, only three NBS families are signed 
up to participate.  Please participate in this fun, family event.  There is no obligation to stay all 
night or raise your own funds.  This year’s event will be held June 14th/15th at Good Shepherd 
Hospital and starts at 6pm.  Susan Laudick thanked everyone who participated in the Lucy 
fundraiser.  Character Counts, Kathy Featherstone, the year was a success.  Battle of the 
Bands is 6pm, May 23rd at Good Shepherd Hospital.  Staff Appreciation, Karen Hewitt 
thanked everyone for their donations and participation.

3rd, 15%of sales will be donated to NBS.  Shop n’ Share at Barnes & Noble raised $112.00.

Lebda is the publicity liaison for 2008-09 school year. Nothing has been published yet in the
